High-Dollar Report
Unemployment Insurance
As required by Section 3 (f) of Executive Order 13520 and according to the guidelines specified in section C (3) of Part III to Office of Management and Budget Circular A-123, Appendix C, the Department of Labor has identified the following number of individuals who received erroneous Unemployment Insurance (UI) payments in excess of $5,000 during the first quarter (October to December 2009) and second quarter (January to March 2010) of fiscal year 2010.
Information on high-dollar overpayments is collected through Benefit Accuracy Measurement (BAM), which is a statistical survey of paid and denied UI claims.  During the October to December 2009 reporting period, BAM completed audits for 5,137 paid claims.  During the January to March 2010 reporting period, BAM completed audits for 6,006 paid claims.  BAM data are available only at the state level of reporting.  Because BAM surveys only a small percentage of total UI paid claims, the number of UI benefit recipients with overpayments exceeding $5,000 identified through BAM is significantly less than the number of “high-dollar” overpayments in the population.

State UI Benefit Payment Control (BPC) units are responsible for identifying and recovering all UI overpayments.  States currently report to the Department aggregate data on overpayment dollars established and recovered but do not identify specific individuals who received the UI benefits overpayments.  The Department has begun the process of modifying the ETA Overpayment Detection and Recovery Activities report to accommodate reporting of the total number of “high-dollar” overpayments identified by BPC by state.

The Department has developed several management initiatives to recover and prevent improper payments in the UI program.  These initiatives are described in the attachment to the initial High-Dollar report transmitted by the Secretary on June 28, 2010, and are posted on the OUI Payment Accuracy Web page (http://www.oui.doleta.gov/unemploy/improp_pay.asp).
