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1. Should DV staff maintain the screen shot mentions earlier in a file as part of the 3 year DV records retention requirement protocol? 
Yes, it is recommended that states save DV documentation for a minimum of three years.
2. Will the sample be able to transmit without completing the minimum and outlier samples?
Yes, only random samples for benefits are required.  Minimum samples are required for tax populations only.
3. If you have a population that fails Report Validation, is it necessary to do DEV? And do all the paperwork copies?
Yes, please also complete the samples.  If the samples pass, know the extract file can be trusted and the problem lies in the report programming/front end of the data management system.  As for the paper copies, save the documentation where an element fails to assist report or IT teams on fixing the issues found.
4. Do you have to complete the rest of the sample if found 5 or more errors in the first tier of samples or the first 30 cases? 

No, once you find 5 errors, you are done. If you find 7 errors in the first 60 cases of a random sample with 200, you are also done at that point.

5. Are multi-claimants to be included on the ETA 9052 report?
Yes, section C deals with multi-claimants.  Please refer to ETA HB 401, Section V-3-1
6. Module 4 - any pointers?

Please review the latest guidance for benefits and tax.  States must first pass the underlying populations (Benefits 5 and 8; Tax 3 and 5). BTQ 3 has recently had an adjustment line added to account for withdrawn appeals from the universe file. Advise using the random number provided by USDOL.  Using another randomizing software tool, such as Oracle, is also acceptable as long as the state maintains proper documentation of their procedure.


7. Does the national office have any plans to update the federal definitions? Specifically those used in MOD 3. Examples: Intrastate vs Interstate & reference to Agent state activity?

Module 3 uses the definitions from the 401 Reports handbook.  There is supplemental guidance available on the DV webpage that includes examples on Intra/Interstate claims and agent/liable states: https://oui.doleta.gov/dv/index.asp

8. Do you know if the 401 Handbook will ever be updated?

This is currently under review by the National Office.  States will receive an update when one is available from their Regional Offices.

9. In Washington, Tax DV gets audited periodically but will Benefits DV also be audited?

Yes, Regional Offices will review the passing populations for Benefits and Tax every three years as part of a Monitoring Review.  Please see Handbook 412 for more information.
